Begin with the KD-UFS42 and KD-X40MRXx, all source, display devices, audio system, and any other
connected peripherals powered off.

Connect

1. Connect video sources into the HDMI, Display Port, and VGA input ports of KD-UFS42

2. Connect video displays/projectors to the HDMI output ports of KD-UFS42 and/or KD-X40MRX
